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New Workflows Item Category 1 Codes and Branch Location For Electronic Games

Beginning immediately, the item category 1 (Item cat1) code used by all agencies in item records for electronic/computer games, ELGAME, is discontinued in favor of codes specific to each game system/platform. Also, we ask that Branch agencies begin assigning the new electronic game location EGAME instead of the former A-AV, J-AV, and Y-AV audiovisual locations. A list of the new item categories attached. As the electronic game collections continue to grow, we now need to have more specific material categories and a new location in order to improve our search indexes and statistical report capabilities. All electronic games formerly located in audiovisual collections and the ELGAME category will be moved to the new codes as time permits. We encourage agencies with existing games to assist in the conversion of their items to the new categories and location when possible.

Each electronic game category 1 selected for the item should correspond to the game system indicated by the call number assigned to the item (e.g., call number = ELGAME Xbox, so category 1 = EGAME-XBOX). If the call number does not indicate the game system or does not agree with the system information found in the catalog record, please report the error as soon as possible to Rex Dotson in Bibliographic Division.

Item Category 1 codes are applicable to both Branch and Main agencies. The new EGAME location is for Branch use only; location codes for Main will be created as needed. Currently, H.Y.P.E. Teen Center is the only Main department assigning game-specific locations.

New Workflows Branch Home Locations for Audiobooks, Videorecordings, Music

Beginning immediately, A-AV, J-AV, and Y-AV home locations for audiobooks, videorecordings, and music are discontinued.  Please assign new home locations as indicated in the attached list. Audiobook locations are assigned according to the carrier format and audience category. DVD and videocassette locations are assigned by carrier and audience category, or optionally, only carrier format for agencies that do not separate adult from juvenile. Music CDs and printed music have separate home locations that are used for all audience categories.
